Nominations of Officers

sage 1s to notify you of our upcoming elections for the
2026-27 Lodge year. If you would like to become an Of-
ficer, please read the following section from our Local
Lodge By-laws (see below). You can contact our Exalted
Ruler John Cuthbertson or our Lodge Secretary Gregory
C. Hudy, PDDGER to volunteer yourself for an open posi-
tion. Nominations will be closed after Monday, February
9th meeting. Voting will take place on Monday, February
23rd during the regular Lodge business meeting under
Good of the Order.

ARTICLE VII - NOMINATION, ELECTION, AND IN-
STALLATION OF OFFICERS. Section 1. Nominations for
offices to be filled at the annual election in Lodges shall be
made in the order in which they appear in Section 2 of
Article VII of the Constitution of the Order at any regular
meeting of the Lodge on or after the 1st day of January if
meetings are held monthly, or otherwise after the 1st day
of February and prior to the date of the annual election. If
no nomination for a particular office shall have been made
prior to the date of such election, or if all candidates previ-
ously nominated for a particular office shall have declined
or withdrawn, nominations for that office may be made on
the date of election. If a Member has been nominated for
more than one office, they must declare that they accept
one nomination and withdraw from the other nomination
before the close of the last regular meeting of the Lodge
prior to the regular meeting at which the election is to
be held, and if they do not do so, they must accept only
the first nomination. No Member, unless nominated in ac-
cordance with this Section, shall be eligible to election at
any such annual election. Only a Member in good stand-
ing shall be eligible for nomination to office in the Lodge
of which they are a Member.

Golf has always been an important
part of Port Huron Elks Lodge 343,
bringing members together through
competition, camaraderie, and
shared time on the course. As we look
ahead to the 2026 season, the Lodge
leadership has worked together to
strengthen the golf program while
keeping it accessible, fair, and posi-
tioned for long-term success. The result is an updated Golf
Membership structure that adds value, improves access,
and creates more reasons than ever to become a Golf Mem-
ber.

One of the key focuses for 2026 is growing participation
among younger members. To support that goal, the Lodge
is introducing a new Intermediate Golf Membership pro-
gram for ages 21 through 35.
