   Your dues mailer should have ar-
rived by now.

   The 2025-6 fiscal year is winding 
down, and we have begun preparing 
for the 2026-7 fiscal year. This means 
budget setting, officer installation and 
Elk awards and getting ready for the 

golf season. Brandon is hard at work, planning a great year 
for us. I would like to thank all of my fellow officers and 
board members for their contributions and efforts through-
out this past year. I truly appreciate the dedication and 
support you have given to this great Lodge.
   2026 will bring the Lodge some challenges and opportu-
nities in the months and years ahead as work through the 
budgeting process for the upcoming 2026-7 Elks fiscal year. 
If anyone would like to sit down and review recent Lodge 
historical data, get with Joe Miller or myself and we would 
be happy to review with you.
   We have received quotes for upcoming needed Lodge im-
provements/repairs. The immediate repairs are needed for 
window and frame replacement in Sylvie’s room, manhole 
cover access, A/C in Banquet room, sewer water jet cut-
ting to remove clogs and sewer lining. The manhole cover 
is needed to have better access for future cleaning and to be 
able to complete the sewer lining project. The total amount 
of these immediate repairs is approximately $62,000. If 
every member donates $62 this spring, we could start a 
capital expenditure fund to start taking care of these need-
ed fixes. I want to be very clear: this request is not about 
profit. It is about preserving our mission. It is about keep-
ing our Lodge and programs strong this year and for the 
future. Most importantly, it is about honoring our veterans 
by ensuring they continue to receive the support they de-
serve in a safe, welcoming and sustainable environment. I 
urge you to think about donating to the fund and we can 
start getting the repairs done sooner than later.
   In closing, be kind to one another and may we continue 
our drive to support our cardinal principles of Charity, Jus-
tice, Brotherly Love, and Fidelity.
